Auto Rewind

When the film reaches the end of roll, it rewinds auto-
matically. After rewinding is completed, remove the film.

e When battery power is very weak, or when temperature is

very low, film may not rewind at the end of roll; Err will appear
in the LCD panel. In this case, replace battery with a fresh
one, or wait for the temperature to rise and then press the
rewind button.

To rewind film at mid-roll: Press the
rewind button on the camera bottom.

-1 Make sure the power switch is turned

off. Attach the AF Nikkor lens.

2 Insert 6-volt lithium battery pack (2CR5
or Duracell DL245 type).
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Turn on the power switch and load film.
Pull the film leader out to the red index

mark and close the camera back. Film auto-
matically advances to frame #1.
